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STRENGTH & CONDITIONING

Wisconsin Lutheran College’s strength and conditioning facility has become a
foundation for most every intercollegiate sport. The strength and conditioning
program includes two separate areas, combining machine systems and free
weights with the most modern fitness apparatus. The two units, housed entirely

within the REX (Recreation Complex), fill a spacious 3,500 square feet.
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2007-08 ATHLETIC
HIGHLIGHTS

The women'’s basketball team captured its
third conference tournament championship

in school history after posting an 18-10 overall
record, including a 14-4 mark in conference
play. The 18-win season is the highest win total
under fourth-year head coach Klay Knueppel
and the most since 2002-03.

The 18-win season posted by the men’s
basketball team tied the third highest single-
season win total in program history. The
Warriors also finished fourth in NCAA Division |ll
in scoring, averaging 89.4 points per game.

Junior Zach Shiels received All-Midwest Region
honors after placing 28th out of 258 runners

at the NCAA Division lll Midwest Regional, the
highest finish ever by a Warrior men’s cross
country athlete at the regional.

Senior women’s cross country runner Beth
Windschitl was named to the United States
Track and Field and Cross Country Coaches
Association All-Academic team. Windschitl
carried a minimum 3.5 grade point average

and finished in the top 25 percent of the field
at the NCAA regional meet.

Junior men’s golfer Danny Behm was named
Northern Athletics Conference Player of the
Year for the second consecutive season
after claiming medalist honors at the NAC
championship. Behm recorded 10 top

five finishes in the 12 tournaments that he
competed in.

The men’s soccer team finished its season
with a 10-9-1 overall record, the highest
win total in program history. Head coach
Joe Luedke was named NAC Co-Coach
of the Year.

Finishing its season with a 19-17 overall record,
the softball team set a school record for

most wins in a single season. Senior pitcher
Michelle Shambeau was named to the
Louisville Slugger/NFCA Division Ill Great Lakes
All-Region Second Team. The right-hander
finished second in the NAC with a career-high
17 wins and 205 strikeouts.

The men’s and women'’s track & field teams
combined to break 20 or more schools
records for the sixth straight seasons.
